Glossary Of Terms

MD: The long direction of the material as it is made on the machine. Called machine direction.

CD: The width of the material as it is made. Called cross machine direction.

Basis Weight: Weight of the material in grammes per square meter.

Tensile Strength: The strength of the textile when it is pulled in one direction. Basically if you hold the material in your hands and pull one end, the amount of “force” you can pull without having the fibres begin to stretch and get narrower.

Elongation: The strength of the textile when it is pulled in one direction and it is the point where the fibres begin to get thinner. Basically if you hold the material in your hands and pull one end, the amount of “force” you can pull to have the fibres begin to stretch and get narrower. This is expressed as a percentage of Tensile Strength.
